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BA (Hons) Film & Screen
Module MMP508: Campaign Production
Pre Module Preperation

You will be taking this module in semester 2 of your second year. As it is a ‘real-world’ brief you would all benefit from some preparation in advance for this to be really effective.

Twenty-first century film and video practitioners are enabled through digital production methods and online distribution to circulate their films to a global audience. Campaign film production is a module which harnesses the modern democratisation of digital film production and distribution methods, whilst encouraging students to engage in current social, political, economic, environmental and/or cultural issues in order to produce, shoot and edit a short campaign film which champions a cause, charity or organisation of their choice. 

Action: During the vacation I would like each student to consider which current social, political, economic, environmental and/or cultural issue you would like to make a campaign film about. Come prepared in Week 1 to explain in a few lines why you have chosen this subject. 

1. Be practical - we will not allow students to expose themselves to danger so no filming in war zones.

2. Smaller local charities are much more likely to want to work with you than larger organisations who may already have national campaigns. 

3. If you happen to have a personal contact in a large organisation then use it.

During the module students will be encouraged to contact, liaise with and ultimately present their finished campaign films to the charity or campaign that they are advocating. This will lead to first-hand client feedback and will develop students’ skills in working for third parties and meeting their expectations. 

Action: Spend time researching the subject of your interest, if you find a charity or organisation you would like to make a film about then make initial contact to see if they may be interested in a 5 minute film being produced for them. Do not promise a video, explain that it is only a provisional enquiry and you will get back to them. Be professional and courteous at all times.

Whilst this is a module that forms part of your degree my intention is to run it as a production company and so I will expect a high level of engagement and professionalism to prepare you in the most realistic way possible for the future.

Action: When you come to the module treat this as employment and not as a class. We will be learning through practice which is always the most effective way.

I am aware that many of you may not be in the UK during vacation but this initial research is something that can be done on-line. If you think about this now and take the actions before the Semester starts the module will be much more dynamic. Email me with any questions: ferok@regents.ac.uk
